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to learning. A student outcome that is just
as important as academic achievement and
college and career readiness is social/emo-
tional learning. Students in diverse schools
need to learn how to respect and get along
with their peers who may look and act dif-
ferent from themselves. Even students in
homogenous schools need to learn how to
be culturally competent in a diverse world,
especially when their school or community
doesn’t reflect the growing diversity in the
United States, because that’s the world in
which they will inevitably live in the future.
